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ART, EXPRESSION, AND 
PSYCHOPATHOLOGY

The Art of Heinz Müllerh in the Context of the EPA 2011

Art provides a space in which thinking and emotional experience can be 
liberated from the limits of reality. It allows a contact to worlds different 
from our own, within an artificial and therefore safe space. Hence more 
tolerance is possible towards art than towards what happens in the so-
called real life. 

Artists, being open towards their own inner world, often more openly 
accept extreme psychological states in themselves as well as in others 
and use them as a basis for inspiration. Kubin, Munch, Kirchner and 
others vividly filled their art with depression, anxiety and even psychotic 
chaos, which they had experienced themselves. Several other artists like 
Dubuffet welcomed the stylistic features found in psychiatric art and 
included them in their own works.

There are three ways in which art can help people with mental illness. 
First, involvement in art can provide a useful channel of communication 
for people who have difficulties in expressing their feelings and inner 
thoughts. Successful engagement in art may help people with mental 
illness regain self-confidence and self esteem. Communication through 
artistic endeavors might also facilitate the diagnostic and treatment 
process but this is not its primary goal.
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Second, art can help in reducing stigma attached to mental illness. 
Making the general public, the authorities and health workers aware 
that people with mental illness can produce art work despite their ill-
ness can dispel prejudice and correct erroneous ideas about the use-
lessness of those affected by mental illness. The fact that appropriate 
treatment can help artists gain their full expressive power and produc-
tivity might also reduce the stigma currently attached to the therapies 
used in the treatment of mental illness.

Third, art can be a bridge between those who suffer from mental ill-
ness and are engaged in artistic work and those who are professionally 
active in the art world. Famous artists can be an invaluable ally in 
all efforts to improve the fate of people with mental illness - ranging 
from raising the priority societies give to care for mental illness to the 
development of broadly based program aiming at the prevention of 
mental illness.

In all these aspects the art of Heinz Müllerh is exemplary. The intensity 
of its expressed emotions offer a cathartic medium for him through 
which he interacts with the world and at the same time is able to 
achieve success and international recognition. Instead of being labeled 
a patient, Heinz Müllerh undoubtedly serves the world as an artist of 
astonishing creative potential.

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ABOUT THE EUROPEAN PSYCHIATRIC 
ASSOCIATION

HISTORY
The European Psychiatric Association (EPA) was founded in October 
1983 in the library of the Psychiatric Clinic of the University Hospitals 
of Strasbourg. The founding members were twelve French- and 
German-speaking University Psychiatrists: Professor Manfred 
Ackenheil † (Munich), Professor Peter Berner (Vienna), Professor 
Daniel Bobon † (Liège), Professor Harst Dilling (Lübeck), Professor 
Henri Dufour (Marseille), Professor Hans Heimann † (Tübingen), 
Professor Hans Hippius (Munich), Professor Michel Patris (Strasbourg), 
Professor Pierre Pichot (Paris), Professor Charles Pull (Luxembourg), 
Professor Werner Rein (Tübingen) and Professor Léonard Singer † 
(Strasbourg). The association was then given the name “Association of 
European Psychiatrists (AEP)”.

The objective of the AEP founding members was to establish an 
Association of French and German Psychiatrists, which would promote 
European Psychiatry in the fields of research, treatment and teaching, 
three axes considered to be unequivocally complementary.

Another objective was to establish an Association of psychiatrists that 
would act as a privileged mediator between practitioners, official 
councils and public authorities on matters relating to mental health 
policies. Besides, in the mind of its founding members, this Franco-
German Association was to be the first step towards the creation of an 
Association gathering psychiatrists from all European countries.

In order to reach these goals, AEP gradually set up the organisation of 
the annual European Congress of Psychiatry, as well as other regular 
scientific meetings, the publication of a scientific international journal, 
the awarding of research grants and the creation of sections, as working 
groups corresponding to sub-disciplines in psychiatry.

Since its foundation and the inaugural Symposium held in May 1984, 
the number of AEP members was grown steadily and its extension to all 
countries - members of the European Council proceeded rapidly. 
As a consequence, AEP was granted in February 1989 with a consultant 
status for the European Council followed by a participatory status in 2003.
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Strasbourg was selected as the seat of the Association. This choice 
derived from political, cultural and scientific reasons: Strasbourg is the 
seat of numerous international and European institutions, is situated in 
the centre of Europe, and is the university centre where the long 
- prevailing French and German psychiatric schools blended.

In 2008, the Extraordinary General Assembly brought about important 
changes to Association’s statutes and future. A notable evolution 
applies to the new name of the organisation, called “European Psychiatric 
Association” (EPA) from then on. This change was well motivated by 
the wish to be in harmony with the name of its European and 
international partners, as also with the title of its European Congress.

Another major achievement has been inspired by the interest of the 
association in increasing its cooperation with National Psychiatric 
Associations. For this reason, EPA changed its Statutes in 2009 and 
offers now the possibility to National Psychiatric Associations to 
become Corporate members, while still preserving the possibility of 
Individual membership.

EPA is the most visible psychiatric association in Europe, basing its 
growth on the development of collaborative projects with other 
major psychiatric organisations, such as the European College of Neuro-
Psychopharmacology (ECNP), the German Research Network on 
Schizophrenia (ECSR), the International Society of Neurobiology and 
Psychopharmacology, the European Brain Council (EBC), the European 
Federation of Psychiatric Trainees (EFPT) and the European Union of 
Medical Specialists (UEMS).

TODAY
The European Psychiatric Association is the largest international 
association of psychiatrists in Europe, with active members in as many 
as 75 countries including the international members. Its members include 
leading experts, but also national and international psychiatric associations, 
covering the interests of psychiatry and mental health in academia, 
research and practice.

Since 1983, EPA has dealt with psychiatry and its related disciplines 
and focuses on the improvement of care for the mentally ill as well as 
on the development of professional excellence.

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ACADEMIA  
The EPA Academia for Excellence in European Psychiatry is aimed at 
developing educational initiatives that will contribute to professional 
excellence of European Psychiatrists and their adoption of the highest 
ethical principles in all forms of psychiatric service, education and 
research. 

The activities are defined and developed by the EPA Committee on 
Education and focus at present on proposing CME courses, organising 
a Summer School and other forms of training. 

The EPA CME Courses Programme intends to increase knowledge, 
influence attitudes and provide professional and leadership skills to 
European Psychiatrists. The EPA CME courses are generally 180 min-
ute-sessions designed to emphasise learning experiences that actively 
involve participants and include an opportunity for informal exchange 
with the faculty. 

With a view to maintaining the highest quality of its CME courses, EPA 
initiated in 2010 a special Faculty workshop for the EPA course direc-
tors, allowing them to exchange good practices.

The EPA Academia Summer School will be organised for the first time 
on 6-10 July 2011 in Nice, France, with a focus on comorbidity be-
tween mental and physical disorders. It aims at reinforcing the par-
ticipants’ ability to recognise comorbidity and will provide theoretical 
and practical lessons on how to manage patients with both physical 
and mental disorders.
